• Learn how to peel fruit and use new vocabu-
lary to describe what they feel, taste, look 
and smell like. 

• Build confidence when using the climbing 
frame.  

• Develop some new mathematical language. 

• Develop awareness of numerals, patterns, 
sorting objects and shape.  

• Enjoy weekly phonics lessons. 

• Learn how to share with my friends and take 
turns with adult support. 

• Develop independence when putting on my 
coat, shoes, apron and using the toilet. 

• Develop my ability to speak in short phrases 
or sentences to communicate.  

You can support your child at home by 

• Encouraging your child to use their spoken 

words to communicate rather than  

gestures.  

• Reading lots of different stories together 

and talking about books.  

• Encouraging your child to put away their 

toys when they have finished playing with 

them.  

• Encouraging your child to dress themselves 

independently and practising how to put 

on their coats, shoes etc.  

• Singing different songs together, including 

action songs like Head Shoulders Knees 

and Toes.  

• Allowing your child to sort different  

objects, for example sorting the washing 
into different colours, by the type of  

clothing or pairing socks up.  

• Talk to your child about your family and 

who is important to them.
